What has the BRZ done for us lately? 
 

The BRZ took January and February of this year to plan for two important programs. 
These were Date Nights in the Loop and the Mardi Gras Masquerade Cocktail Party to 
benefit the Children`s Wish Foundation. 
 

Date Nights in the Loop was intended to be a preferred client card, consumer discount 
and benefit program with more than 20 participating businesses involved. Feedback 
from some of the businesses indicate an average increase between 10 - 12% in sales for 
this January/February timeframe. Coupled with this result and other valuable feedback, 
we will look to change the name of the promotion and simplify it for everyone in 2011.
